B. ONE TO ONE = MAN TO MAN = WOMAN TO WOMAN.

One To One Disciplemaking is very similar to group Disciplemaking except that you do it with one individual at a
time not several at a time in a small group setting.

C. Effective One To One Disciplemaking is brought about by 5 things:

Having a firm conviction about and commitment to disciplemaking.
Knowing what a Biblical Disciple is.

Being what we are trying to make.

A. FOUR MINISTRIES OF DISCIPLEMAKING.
1. EVANGELISM Mark 16:15 The first step in disciplemaking
a. Evangelism brings forth Converts, saved, born again Children of God.
2. ESTABLISHING THE CONVERT Col.2:7
a. Follow-Up brings forth followed up converts
b. Beginning Disciples
3. EQUIPPING THE DISCIPLE Eph.4:12
4. IN DEPTH PERSONAL TRAINING brings forth Leaders who can reproduce the whole process. Mk.3:14

At the beginning do everything in the session together. Later give assignments. 1 Thess.2:7,8

Become an excellent Bible discussion leader. Learn to ask and answer deep questions that challenge. Job 38:4
Focus on application of the Word and not just knowledge Josh.1:8

Be a pacesetter in evangelism Phil.4:9

Transmit and live the vision of reaching the world through spiritual multiplication. 2 Tim.2:2

Pray for them every day 1 Sam.12:24
