V. We reap more than we sew. 
 
 A. God’s justice grinds slowly, but exceedingly fine. 
 
VI. We reap in the same proportion as we sew. 
 
VII. We reap the full harvest of the good only if we persevere; however, evil comes on its own. 
 
 A. Review your Scripture memory. 
 
 B. Reread the books that have meant the most to you. 
 
VIII. We cannot do anything about last year’s harvest, but we can about this year’s harvest. 
 
 A. We have to change our minds and our thought patterns. 
 
 B. There is no holiday. 
 
 C. Keep accountable for your activity in God’s Word. 
 
 D. Practice in the things you know that pay off.
